Understand the implications of new information for both current and future problem-solving and decision-
making.

Identify information by categorizing, estimating, recognizing differences or similarities, and detecting
changes in circumstances or events.

Demonstrate the ability to analyze data, analyze activities, evaluate patient responses to treatment, and
complete course work/assignments.

Understand the consequences of errors.

Analyze information and use logic to address school-related issues and problems.

Ask questions when appropriate, and not interrupt at inappropriate times.
Adjust actions in relation to others’ actions.
Develop constructive and cooperative working relationships with others and maintain them over time.
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Exert maximum physical force to lift, push, pull, or carry objects weighing up to 50 pounds
Quickly and repeatedly bend, stretch, twist, or reach out with your body, arms and/or legs.
